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3 Enabling/Disabling the EWF for Disc Protection

The EWF protects the C disk on XP-8000 for protecting the system from virus
infection and harsh environments, if you want to install the application or
modify the system settings, you must first disable it. After the operation has
been completed, EWF needs to be enabled.

6 Recovering your XP-8000

Before recovering the OS, please make sure your data is well backed up.
Step 1 Plug the “Rescue” marked CF card in CF slot

Step 2 Reboot the XP-8000 and go to the BIOS by pressing “Delete”
key

Step 3 Select “Advanced BIOS Features”, and then press “Enter”
key
